A Need for Change
Since its birth in 1983, Aid to Women has had 
two primary goals: to help women choose 
life and to share the gospel of Jesus Christ in 
word and action.  Pursuing these goals has 
led the ministry to grow considerably over 
the years.  Now, God is calling Aid to Women 
to expand in a new way.

Over the last several years, Aid to Women’s 
pregnancy test numbers have dropped while 
abortion rates in Linn County have remained 
fairly stable.  If we are to significantly reduce 
abortions in our community, the current 
model of ministry is no longer sufficient.

In response to this need, Aid to Women 
formed a medical steering committee to seek 
whether God was leading us to convert to a 
medical model, as many pregnancy centers 
across the country have done.  After months 
of research and prayer, Aid to Women has 
discerned a clear calling to add medical 
services, beginning with limited obstetrical 
ultrasound.

A Vision of the Future
Limited obstetrical ultrasound is an 
ultrasound done to determine whether the 
mother has a viable, intrauterine pregnancy.  
In short, we would be checking to make sure 
the baby has a heartbeat and that the baby is 
in the uterus.

Other centers who have added ultrasound 
have seen two major impacts:
•	 More women coming in, especially 	
	 more abortion-minded women
•	 More clients choosing life after seeing 	
	 their baby via ultrasound

So where do we go from here?  God has 
already done so much!  Choices Medical 
Clinic, a sister ministry in Iowa City, 
is giving us a free ultrasound machine.  
Generous donors have given toward the 
expenses of converting to a clinic model.  
Also, Dr. Don Nelson, a respected local 
physician, has agreed to serve as our 
Medical Director!  Now, we are beginning 
implementation, which will require preparing 
the exam room, recruiting and training staff 
and volunteers, marketing the new service, 
and securing the financial support.  We’re 
estimating that it will require an additional 
$30,000 per year to sustain medical services.
