Baby Bottle Boomerang 2010
Kick off date: Sunday, January 24
Completion date: Sunday, February 14
Getting Ready

· Attend the ambassadors meeting Sunday, January 10, 2010, at 2:30 pm.  This will be a time to equip you for BBB 2010, and to distribute your bottles and materials.  This meeting is very important because Aid to Women is making a special announcement through this year’s BBB!  You will be sharing this news with your church family!
· Sit down with your pastor to confirm your church will participate.  Decide together on the best way to distribute the bottles to your congregation.  Most churches choose to introduce the project during the service on the kick-off Sunday and then have a table or tables where people can pick up bottles.  Other churches distribute bottles through smalls groups or Sunday school classes.

· Choose your team.  Especially at a larger church, this project can be a lot for one person to handle.  We have included job descriptions for various team members.  Depending on the size of your church, you made need more than one person on a job or you may have one person do more than one job.

· Make sure the team understands their role.  If any team member would like more information on his or her role, have them contact Aid to Women (364-8967 or mail@aidtowomen.com). 
· Determine how many bottles your church would like.  Let Aid to Women know how many bottles you need and arrange a time for you (or a member of your team) to pick up the bottles for your church.

Kicking-off BBB:

· Share about Aid to Women’s ministry and the impact of Baby Bottle Boomerang on your kick-off Sunday.  During your sharing time, you will be passing along exciting news about Aid to Women’s future.  We will share this news with you and prepare you to pass it on during the Jan. 10 meeting at Aid to Women.

· Aid to Women has a DVD to help you with this step.  We highly encourage you to use the DVD.  It will be under 3 minutes long.

· You can also use Aid to Women’s over-all brochure and website (www.aidtowomenministry.com) to gather information.  If you have personal experience with the ministry, that’s helpful.  In addition to sharing Aid to Women’s announcement, the introduction should emphasize that Aid to Women is a ministry of the body of Christ empowering women experiencing an unintended pregnancy choose life.  Over 500 women in Linn County have an abortion every year, and Aid to Women is a bridge ministry between the local church and abortion-vulnerable women.  Baby Bottle Boomerang is a very important source of prayer support and funding.
· Explain how BBB works.  Families or individuals that would like to participate take home a baby bottle.  First of all, families should use the bottle as a reminder to pray for the ministry during the month.  Also, families are encouraged to give as they feel led.  The bottle may be filled with coins, bills, and checks made payable to “Aid to Women.”  Each bottle has an insert so the donors may receive a receipt if they desire and may request more information on other ways to get involved. Also, anyone wishing to make a gift in honor or memory of someone may fill out that portion of the insert.  Families wishing to make a gift with their credit card can give online (www.aidtowomenministry.com), designating their gift for Baby Bottle Boomerang.
· At the check-out table, make sure that families put down their name and contact information when taking a bottle.  This will make it much easier for your team when the project finishes.  Aid to Women has to cover the cost of lost bottles, so this step is important for good stewardship of our resources.

During the Month:

· If possible, it’s best to keep the ministry in front of your church family throughout the month that bottles are out.  Brief reminders at the beginning of services work well.  These reminders may highlight a different area of the ministry each month (prevention, counseling, or support services) and/or may introduce a new prayer focus each week.

· Remind people throughout the month about the final date of the project so they can remember to bring their bottle that last Sunday.
Wrapping up BBB:

· On the final Sunday, families should return their bottles to the church. You and your pastor will need to select a location for the return of the baby bottles.  The bottles should be kept in a secure area and should be picked up immediately after each service.  The filled bottles are very heavy, so you may need additional help in loading them into your vehicle.
· The bottles should be returned to Aid to Women the Monday after collection.
